Registering Organizations for Federal Grants
Step 1: Obtain DUNS Number

	Go to Dun & Bradstreet at http://fedgov.dnb.com/webform/displayHomePage.do. 


Step 2: Register with CCR

	If your organization is not registered, you can apply by phone (1-888-227-2423) or register online at http://www.ccr.gov. CCR handbook available at http://www.ccr.gov/handbook.asp helps with this step. Designate E-Business Point of Contact (E-Biz POC) to authorize organizational staff to submit applications electronically through Grants.gov.  

Important: Organization needs renew CCR registration once a year.


Step 3: Username and Password

	Authorized Organizational Representatives (AORs) must register with the Credential Provider (ORC) to obtain their usernames and passwords at http://apply07.grants.gov/apply/OrcRegister.


Step 4: Register with Grants.gov

	AORs must register with Grants.gov for an account at https://apply07.grants.gov/apply/GrantsgovRegister using the username and password from Step 3.


Step 5: AOR Authorization

	E-Biz POC must then login to Grants.gov (using the organization’s DUNS number for the username and the "M-PIN" password obtained in Step 2) and approve the AOR, thereby giving him or her permission to submit applications. 

When an E-Biz POC approves an AOR, Grants.gov will send the AOR a confirmation e-mail. E-Biz POC Login: https://apply07.grants.gov/apply/AorMgrGetID 


Step 6: Track AOR Status

	AORs login to http://www.grants.gov/ForApplicants using their username and password from Step 3 to check on status.
